In-Season rules and what it means
April 1st-October 31st

30/60-day pads: on 30 day pads you must move your camper out of
the campground you are in every 30 days. You can move back to
that campground after a period of 4 days, but you cannot occupy
the pad you were previously on.
For 60-day pads you move every 60 days instead (60-day campsites
are marked with an orange electric box).

Taking leave?: during in-season if you wish to take leave (leave
means leaving your camper on a pad unoccupied) you may do so
for a max of 5 days (ie. leave on Sunday you must be back before

midnight Friday) (this applies to 30-day sites ONLY).

During this time unplug is not in effect, so you can leave your

camper plugged in when taking leave.
If you are going to be gone for longer than the allotted 5 days, you
must put your camper away in compound or take it with you.
If you go over your 30 free days, it is $11 +tax to have your camper
out.
