WORK CAMPER

Family Camping & ATV Resort

This year the Board of Directors have agreed to try a new work camper program. There will be 6
positions open, the positions will have a primary duty of monitoring Compound 2 and 3. They will
be required to escort members into the compounds to retrieve or put away campers or trailers.
The hours that will be covered will be from 10 am till 6 pm Thursday through Sunday. On certain
holidays they may also be needed on Monday. There may also be some other work directing
outbound traffic at the front gate at the end of major holidays.

Work campers will be paid as 1099 employees and will not be eligible for benefits, and will be
responsible for their own tax reporting. They will be paid $10.00 an hour for hours worked and will
be given a discount of $5.00 a day for pad usage as long as they work at least 8 hours a week, they
will pay $6.00 a day instead of $11.00 a day for usage. Work campers must provide their own
vehicle, SXS, or ATV to escort people in and out of the compounds.

» Work campers will continue to follow campground pad move rules.

» Actual work schedules will be worked out based on the availability of the work campers.
Generally, shifts will be scheduled in 4 hour blocks.

« Work campers must be members in good standing.
